ACT MNo. 37 OF 2022,

An Act further fo amend the Tamil Nadu Infrastructure
Development Act, 20H2.

Be it enacted by the Legislative Assembly of the State of
Tamil Madu in the Seventy-third Year of the Republic of India as
followws—

1. (1) This Act may be called the Tami Madu Infrastructure
Development (Amendment) Act, 2022,

{2} it shall come into force a2t once.

2. In section 3 of the Tamil Madu Infrastructure Development Amendment of
Act, 2012 (hereinafter referred fo as the principal Act), in  sub-section  seclion 3.
{3}, for clauses (c) to (m), the following clauses shall be substituted,
namely:—

"[g) the Chief Secretary to Government, Ex-officio;

{d} the Secretary to Government, Finance Department, who
shall be the Member—Secretary, Ex-officio; and

(e} the Chief Executive Officer of the Board, Ex-officio.”.

3. Insection § of the principal Act.- Amendment of
section 8.
(1} for sub-section (1}, the following sub-section shall be
substituted, mamely:-

"(1} There shall be a Chief Executive Officer for the Board
appointed by the Government.™;

{2} insub-section (2), the expression “with the approval of
the Government” shall be omitted.

4. In section @ of the prncipal Act, in sub-seclion (2), for Amendmentof
clauses {c) to (1), the following clauses shall be substiuted, namehy:- section @

“(c) the Chief Executive Officer of the Board, who shall be the
Member—Secretary, Ex-officio; and

(d} experts in the fields of finance. economics, infrastructure and
the like not exceeding two, as may be nominated by the Chairperson
of the Executive Committes.”.

5. In section 15 of the principal Act, sub-section (2) shall be
omitted.

ORDER:

The Tamil Nadu Infrastructure Development Board set up under the
Tamil Nadu Infrastructure Development Act, 2012 acts as the nodal agency for
infrastructure development in the State. The Board largely coordinates
infrastructure development activities in the State and facilitates projects
undertaken by Government institutions through the public sector mode and
through Public-Private Partnerships (PPP) mode as Project Developer, Project
Facilitator, Policy Driver, Project Monitoring Agency and as Manager of State
support to projects.

2. The Board accords Structural approval and Bid document approval for
major infrastructure projects and Public Private Partnership projects. Further, the
Board is sanctioning and releasing funds from Project Preparation Fund and Tamil
Nadu Infrastructure Development Fund to various implementing agencies.

3. The Tamil Nadu Infrastructure Development Board also serves as the
Program Monitoring Unit for overall coordination and monitoring of the Chennai
City Partnership Program which involves multiple Departments and sectors.

4. The three phases of the Program will together have an overall loan
component from the World Bank and the Asian Development Bank of

$1 Billion. In addition, the State Government and implementation agencies would

also be spending roughly $ 601 Million over a period of 8 years starting 2021.

5. The Chennai City Partnership Program is a complex program with Program
for Result (P for R) components and project financing components. It deals with
various sectors with infrastructure components such as water supply and mega
street development, policy components such as establishment of CUMTA and
enactment of legislations, and innovative components such as e-mobility and
digital Chennai.




6. The Government of Tamil Nadu is aiming to expand the State economy to
$1 Trillion. A major component of its strategy would be development of critical
infrastructure and this would require huge investment. Given the present limited
fiscal space within the State budget, especially in a post-covid scenario, it is
essential that a substantial part of the investment comes from the private sector,
including in the infrastructure projects through the Public Private Partnership
mode.

7. In view of the need for rapid development of critical infrastructure through
private sector investment, complexity of the Chennai City Partnership Project where
TNIDB acts as PMU and need to build capacity in key infrastructure departments
by deploying expert resources for development of PPP projects, it is proposed to
strengthen TNIDB institutionally with additional manpower, experts and analysts.

8. The present organizational structure, as detailed below is highly
inadequate to meet the above requirements:-

9. Accordingly, it is proposed to get additional resources for TNIDB on
outsourcing/contract basis to perform the roles mentioned in para 7 above as

10. The Tamil Nadu Infrastructure Development Board (TNIDB) so far had
functioned from within the Secretariat. Now that the role of TNIDB is expanding, it
has been accommodated in the new office space owned by SIPCOT in 3rd floor in
CMDA Building tower-II already been allotted for TNIDB and Project Management
Unit of CCP at an estimated rental expenditure of Rs.10,50,000/- per month
including Maintenance Charges plus Electricity charges. The estimated rental cost

per annum would be Rs.1.26 crores + Electricity charges. The Expenditure for the

above restructuring would be met out from the PMU component of the Chennai
City Partnership and budget provisions for TNIDB and as per the delegation of
powers.

11. To simplify and speed up project approvals, tender document approvals
and fund approvals it is proposed to modify the delegation of powers to the Chief
